
The organized labor collective of the Bloc of Popular Resistance and Rebellion (BRP) reaffirms our

commitment to the defense and struggle for the interests and rights of the Salvadoran working class. As

we commemorate the Day of the Unionist in honor of Febe Elizabeth Velásquez and her union comrades

who were murdered on October 31, 1989 by the military and death squads linked to the ARENA

government, today we proclaim: “Febe Elizabeth lives on, the struggle continues.”

As we have already seen, the deterioration and serious setbacks in the protection, respect and

guarantees of labor and union rights, today we present our grievances and demands to the Nayib Bukele

government:

1) Respect for labor rights, compliance with and enforcement of Art. 52 of the Constitution, which

establishes that the rights established on behalf of workers are inalienable. Respect and

application of international treaties and agreements signed by the Salvadoran State.

2) An end to arbitrary and illegal firings in both the public and private sectors, guaranteeing job

stability and the freedom of all workers to join and organize unions.

3) Reinstatement for all public workers who have been dismissed and the guarantee that lost wages

will be paid.

4) An end to the persecution, arrest and imprisonment of union leaders, rank and file members,

and defenders of workers’ rights.

5) An end to the closure of public institutions to justify massive layoffs and the elimination of

unions, in violation of the rights established by national and international norms.

6) Increase the minimum wage to $700 dollars in all sectors.

7) Stop the increases in the price of basic food staples and increase price controls on these

products.

8) Stop the discretionary use of the pension fund to pay the public debt. We demand that the

pension debt be honored and that greater profitability of our pensions be generated.

9) We demand that the government comply with the payment of the approved economic

compensation to those who were forced to retire because they were over 60 years of age.

10) We demand an end to the State of Exception that has caused so much pain and suffering to

Salvadoran families, and the development of a genuine public security policy aimed at solving

the problems that burden the population.

11) Immediate release of union comrades imprisoned for defending the rights that have already

been earned.

12) The creation of unemployment insurance that guarantees medical care and food for workers

who have been laid off

We call on national union organizations, workers, and popular organizations to participate in the march

organized for Sunday, October 29, 2023, starting at 8:00 a.m. in Cuscatlán Park and ending at Plaza

Libertad. We declare our lawful right to organize and mobilize to insist that our demands be met.
